
 

 Dear Parents/Carers 

 

As we come to the end of the strangest year, I wanted to update you on plans 

for our new start in September. 

 

I know I have been personally bombarded with information, guidelines, rules 

and questions these past few months and September is a long way away, so I 

will be as succinct as possible and direct you to further information for you to 

find nearer the time you will need it. 

 

So, in brief... 

As you have probably seen on the news, we are all back to school in September!  

 

There are very clear guidelines that we must follow to make this happen: 

 We will be working in bubbles still.  The bubbles will, however be larger, 

and all the children will be taught in their classes, by their own class 

teacher. 

 The beginning and end of the day will continue to be staggered, to 

prevent congestion on the playground, but all the classes will have the 

full length of the day in school (so a later start = a later finish).  We 

will agree a time for families who have children in more than one year on 

an individual basis). 

 The one way drop off, and pick up system is still required to be in 

operation to support social distancing on the playground. 

 Uniforms will be back.  If you have difficulty with this, please contact 

school to discuss.  We want to work with you. 

 Attendance is expected from September and local authorities have 

been instructed to reinstate the fines system. 

 If your child has symptoms of Covid, they must go home as soon as 

possible. (persistent cough/high temperature) 

 If we have a case of Covid in school, you will be informed immediately. 

As we have previously mentioned, the children will start school on Wednesday 

2nd September in their ‘old’ classes, and we will introduce them to their new 

classes gradually over the first 3 days, so you should bring them in on the first 

day into the class they are in now, with their current teacher.
