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Harvesting

3: When the grain has had enough sunlight and it is
ripe, it is ready to be harvested. This is usually done
towards the end of the summer.

During biblical times the stalk was cut and carried
into the barns by ox and cart. Now farmers have
combine harvesters to cut the stalk and remove the
grain from the stalk.
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Threshing

5 : Threshing is removing the edible part of
the grain from the chaff, the part that
surrounds the grain and the straw stalk.

To remove the grain, the crop
is beaten with a flail. A flail is two
pieces of wood attached to a chain.

During Biblical times this was done by
hand. Today machines like the combine
harvester separate the grain from the chaff.
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Gleaning

4 : During biblical times, after the crops have
been collected people were allowed to go into the
fields and glean the remaining crops. These
people, usually the poor, would collect any grain
that had been left.
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Sowing
2: The grain has to be planted. This is done in
the spring when the weather is a little warmer.

This was done by hand during biblical times.
Now farmers have machines to do it.
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Ploughing

1: Before the grain can be planted, the ground
has to be prepared. The upper layer of soil is
turned over bringing the goodness to the top

and burying any weeds!

This was done with an ox during biblical times.
